PPC Goes Green!

Last month, Session approved a proposal to install solar energy
capturing panels on the roofs of the Christian Education Building and the
Manse which will offset 90%+ of the electricity costs for the Sanctuary,
the CE building and the Manse. POP funds will pay for the upgrade of the
roofs prior to installation.

We will save money and care for the earth by taking advantage of a
unique group buying and financing opportunity through the Restoring
Creation loan from the Presbyterian Investment Loan Program. This loan
provides a no down payment low interest loan for 20 years. The annual
loan payments will be lower than our current annual electric costs! This
initiative was brought to us by the Hudson River Presbytery HRP Green
Committee.
