How Digital Technology is like a Simple Machine by Bryan Bardin

Historically, students of physics have learned the great power that comes from mechanical advantage. It's the
very definition of working smarter, not harder. And Renaissance physicists outlined 6 simple machines that
would use leverage to multiply the force applied in order to do work.

These six simple machines -- the lever, the wheel and axle, the pulley, the inclined plane, the wedge, and the
screw -- form the basis of all tools that human beings use today. If you look deeply enough, you will find
examples of levers or screws everywhere, allowing human beings to do remarkable things.

After all, at its core, a tool is simply something that helps us achieve our goals. A tool, on it's own, can't solve
problems; it can't make things happen; it can't change the world. But a human being wielding a tool -- the
possibilities are endless.

Since last summer, the Digital Action Team has been working to implement technologies that will help our
church better reach out to people both inside and outside our walls. (cont’d on back pg.)
